*Complete a separate application for each child and teen, signed and dated by the parent or legal guardian, by February 22nd.  Please attach a note to the application with your name and phone number, and let us know that the parent speaks Spanish but not English.
*Assist with any follow-up information or questions about the application (let us know good times to reach you by phone!) 
*Come to the family interview with the parents to translate and help them with additional forms that are needed.  The interview is required before we can accept a child or teen into the camp
